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Observance of Traffic Rules Compliance Month on Campus
A month long campaign to promote compliance with traffic rules within the campus

IIT Kharagpur Security handles a population of about 30-40 thousand people on an average per day
including visitors.

Over the years, IIT Kharagpur has seen an increase in the number of vehicle related issues in the
campus such as over-speeding; rash driving, driving without helmet, driving of bikes by students without

taking permission from authority and blatant disregard of traffic rules etc. The habits of violations are seen
increased in spite of the fact that the relevant rules and regulations are well circulated to all from time to
time as Security Guidelines.

A need has therefore been felt for an intensive campaign over a defined period to create awareness
and ensure compliance for the safety and convenience of everyone on campus. A traffic month is thus being
launched in the campus w.e.f. 01/05/2019 to 31/05/2019 in order to curb violations of traffic rules. In this
Traffic Rules Compliance month the following actions will be ensure by our Security team.

1)  Handouts distribution.

i1)  Placement of temporary sign boards (like: Parking/ No Parking/ No Vehicle Beyond this Point/ Go
Slow/ Speed Breaker Ahead etc.

iii) Extensive checking of helmet of bike riders (including visitors).

iv)  Authorized person will be encouraged to collect Vehicle Sticker/ Entry Pass from Security Section.

v)  Encourage to park the vehicles only at designated places.

vi) Seized of illegal motor bikes parked in Halls area.

vii) Circulation to Traffic Guidelines through E-mail.

viii) Taking help from District Traffic Police, if required.

ix) Checking of vehicles speed on random basis.

x)  Organize Road Safety Class for Institute Security staff.

However, traffic offenders will be strictly dealt as per the law of the land. Outside vehicles will be
cautioned about the traffic regulations on campus at the gates itself. Traffic guidelines inside IIT campus
handouts will be distributed at gates to these vehicle riders.

The Co-operation of all campus residents in this endeavour to make the campus a safe place is kindly
solicited.
